If your committee requests that you make changes before they will approve the GS6, make changes on the form by hand and have your advisor initial them.  If more than a couple of changes are needed, notify the Graduate Program Assistant who will request that your GS6 be reset so you may re-submit it through Ramweb.)

Required courses taken prior to admission:

List credits formally excluded from a CSU undergraduate program, taken prior to admission to graduate school.
It is not necessary to list prerequisites taken at another institution.
Required courses taken after admission:

List only those courses required for the degree total of 30.  Do not list courses more than once. Hint: for courses that will be taken more than once (variable credit courses), fill in course number and choose the total number of credits you will take.

After the GS6 plan has been approved by the Graduate School, you may only make revisions just prior to graduation by deleting any courses which you did not actually take and adding those that you did on the GS25 (Application for Graduation) form. 

You may not, however, remove from your plan any courses for which you actually did receive a grade.
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
